In order for veterans to ride free on fixed route service, they must identify themselves
to RTD coach operators as veterans, including their branch and years of service. Free
rides include transfers upon request. Veterans who are current Dial-A-Ride customers
(those who have previously applied and been approved for Dial-A-Ride service) should
similarly identify themselves as veterans when making their Dial-A-Ride reservation.

RTD is the regional transit provider for San Joaquin County. RTD fixed routes include
Metro routes that operate in the Stockton Metropolitan area, Intercity routes that
connect Stockton and other communities, and Hopper deviated fixed routes that
operate throughout San Joaquin County. RTD also provides paratransit curb-to-curb
service for persons who, due to their disability, are unable to use fixed route service.
